County Administrator Jones reported to the Board that at the August 21, 2008 meeting, staff was requested to seek information regarding temporary office space for administration, planning and building departments.  She reviewed data from (1) Innovative Space Solutions; (2) Wilmot Modular Structures, Inc. (3) Williams Scottman; and (4) M Space Allied Trailer Sales & Rentals. The Building and Grounds Committee will meet with the County Administrator on Wednesday, September 10, 2008 to review the proposed sites for the temporary office building.

Elementary Schools Construction Committee Report
