CALL TO ORDER

Fiscal Year 2009 Work Session
Mr. Jerry L. Whitaker, Director of Finance presented an overview of the fiscal year 2009 budget. Mr. Whitaker asked direction in further preparation budget. 

(Chair Tyler entered the meeting during the discussion of the budget).
Chairman Tyler requested that the following information be prepared: (a) Emergency Medical Services. Develop information on the process to establish a system for collecting payment from the users of the emergency medical services. The consensus of the members was that the monies collected by the County would remain with the County. This was a policy decision that would require formal action; (b) Parks and Recreation. Develop a plan that would involve the Towns; (c) Rescue and Ambulance Vehicles. Provide information on exiting vehicles to include the age, model, year, mileage, and hours of usage. Find out about grants or other funding sources for rescue and fire vehicles; (d) Fire Trucks. Jarratt is next in the rotation. Provide information on exiting vehicles to include the age, model, year, hours of usage and estimated useful life of fire vehicles; (e) Review of new Taxes to include meals tax, lodging tax and tobacco tax.

The following guidelines were provided by the Board: (a) Freeze the 2009 budget at the fiscal year 2008 level. The Departments will be notified and requested to make the necessary reduction in their operational lines. No action taken on salaries at this time. 

Other issues discussed included (a) Office Space requirements of the various departments (Administration, Commonwealth’s Attorney, etc.) (b) Elementary School Project; (c) Outlying Landing Field Costs for legal battle; (d) Economic Development staff person

Chairman Tyler asked the County Administrator to prepare perimeters for the Building and Grounds Committee and Finance.
