Rezoning Application #2005-02 - The Bank of Southside Virginia, applicant

The applicant, the Bank of Southside Virginia seeks to rezone tax map number 61-(7)-B, consisting of 18.64 acres from A-1, General Agricultural District to I-1, Limited Industrial District to allow speculative light industry on the subject property.  The site in question is the former Dominion Cotton Gin and is located at 38184 Rocky Rock Road, approximately 0.3 miles east of the intersection of Route 31 (Birch Island Road) and Route 617 (Rocky Hock Road) in the Wakefield Election District.

The Planning Commission, at its July 11, 2005 meeting voted unanimously (8-0) to approve Rezoning Application #2005-02 and has forwarded the request to the Board of Supervisors with the recommendation for approval. To date, staff has received no objections to Rezoning Application #2005-02.

Chairman Collins asked for public comment. 

Comments were heard from Mr. Joseph Fitzpatrick, adjacent property owner to subject property.
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Supervisor Fly requested a deferral for one month until citizens in that area could hold a public meeting for further discussion.

Ordinance Amendment #2005-04, Chapter 16, Article II, Section 16-22

An ordinance is proposed to amend the Sussex County Code, Chapter 16 (Zoning),  Article II, (General Agricultural District, A-1), Section 16-22 (Use Regulations) by adding a two family dwelling as a permitted use in the A-1, General Agricultural District, with a conditional use permit.

The Planning Commission, at its July 11, 2005 meeting, voted unanimously (8-0) to approve Ordinance Amendment #2005-05 and has forwarded the item to the Board of Supervisors with the recommendation for approval. To date, staff has received no objections to Ordinance Amendment #2005-04.

Conditional Use Permit #2005-02- Diane Shanko Mayer, applicant
Pursuant to Section 16-22 (40) of the Zoning Ordinance. The applicant Diane Shanko Mayer (for Vera G. Shanko) seeks a conditional use permit for a two family dwelling.  The property in question (identified as tax map number 127-A-20) consists of 2.35 acres and is zoned A-1 General Agricultural District, which allows the proposed use with a conditional use permit.

The affected site is located on the east side of Courthouse Road (Route 735) approximately 2,500 feet south of the intersection of Courthouse Road and Pine Tree Road (Route 718) in the Courthouse Election District.

The Planning Commission, at its July 11, 2005 meeting, voted unanimously (8-0) to approve Conditional Use Permit #2005-02 and has forwarded the request to the Board with the recommendation for approval.  To date, staff has received no objection to Conditional use Permit #2005-02.

As the population of Sussex County continues to age and the life expectancy continues to increase, more requests of this nature can be anticipated for individuals (elderly and/or disabled) requiring close care and supervision from family members or others.

2) The requirement of a conditional use permit will allow staff and the Commission the opportunity to evaluate each request on an individual case-by-case basis to assure the appropriateness of each request.

3) The Counties of Charles City, Dinwiddie, Greensville and Prince George currently have provisions in their respective Zoning Ordinances that allow the location and construction of two family dwellings within the A-1 General Agricultural District.

4) The proposed use would be consistent and compatible with other uses allowed in the A-1, General Agricultural District as the Zoning Ordinance permits garage apartments in the A-1 District with a conditional use permit.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Sussex that the Sussex County Code, Chapter 16 (Zoning), Article II (General Agricultural District), Chapter 16-22 (Use Regulations) is hereby amended by the addition of a new use as follows:

Section 16.22.  Use Regulations:


In General Agricultural District (A-1), any structure to be erected or land to be used shall be for one (1) or more of the following uses:
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Add:  40.  Two-family dwelling with a conditional use permit.

Proposed Policies – Internet Policy
County Attorney Thompson advised that the proposed Internet Policy is still being reviewed.
Proposed Policy – Use of County Provided Cell Phones
Mr. Jerry L. Whitaker, Director of Finance explained the proposed cell phone policy to the Board. He recommended that the County adopt a policy that cell phones provided to employees, constitutional officers and their employees must be used for business 
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purposes only.  This policy forbids any personal use of the cell phone except for emergencies.  This policy covers all cell phone services paid for using county, state or federal funds.

The policy also addressed the taxation of county provided cell phones in compliance with Internal Revenue Code Section 280F.  The code states personal use of a government provided cell phone is a taxable fringe benefit and requires the County to track personal use and prorate the monthly bill.

Employees/constitutional officers are required to submit the entire original cell phone invoices for payment.  Employees who fail to follow the rules and regulations as outlines by the County may result in revocation of the assignment of the cell phones, disciplinary actions, termination or employment or the suspension of funding.

Authorization for Managing Budget
Mr. Jerry L. Whitaker, Director of Finance explained the proposed Budget Management Policy.  
This policy grants limited flexibility to department heads and constitutional officers to change budget funding between line items.  Further, this policy states the process to be utilized for requesting additional appropriations for funding shortages or unexpected expenditures.

1. Departments are granted authority to exceed the original adopted budget for any one line not to exceed ten (10%) per cent, if available funds have been identified in another line item or items.    

A. All expenditures must be properly coded to appropriate expense category even if your department will be over budget for that line item. (For example:  office supplies should not be coded to vehicle maintenance because excess funds are identified there)

B. A department may not exceed the total originally adopted budget amount for that department without Board of Supervisors approval.  
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2. All requests for line item changes which exceed ten (10%) per cent must be submitted, in writing with explanation, to the Director of Finance.  The Director of Finance will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors after the advice and consent of the County Administrator.

3. All requests for additional appropriations due to budgetary shortages or unexpected expenditures must be submitted in writing to the Director of Finance. The Director of Finance will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors after the advice and consent of the County Administrator.

4. All requests for additional appropriations for new grant funds must be submitted to the Director of Finance.   The Director of Finance will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors after the advice and consent of the County Administrator.

5. If the Director of Finance has an adverse position to a department’s funding request, the department will be notified after the advice and consent of the County Administrator.  The Department may be asked to provide additional information as specified by the Director of Finance for further review or advised to present their request to the Board of Supervisors for approval or disapproval.

The Director of Finance will review the entire County budget throughout the year identify and report any budgeted excesses to the County Administrator.  

The Board tabled this request until September 15, 2005 meeting.








Invitation For Bids/Digital Surveillance System
Ms. Jones advised the Board that responses to the Invitation for Bids for the advertised Digital Surveillance System were received on Wednesday, August 3, 2005 for the Digital Video Surveillance System. Five vendors responded to the invitation.  The invitation requested a closed circuit (CCTV) system to be put in place at the Judicial Center and Newsome Human Services Building; a wireless Ethernet link to the digital video recorder located in the Judicial Center; a wireless Ethernet link between the Judicial Center and Sheriff’s Department; stand alone computer with a 23” LDC monitor in the Sheriff’s Department; one 17” LCD monitor in the lobby of the Judicial Center; one 17” LCD monitor at the Department of Social Services reception area; and described camera locations at or in the Judicial Center, Newsome Human Services Building; Sheriff’s Department and other locations on the Courthouse Square .

The evaluation method included reviewing the pricing information; the design of the system in response to the description contained in the invitation for bids; equipment to be 
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used and availability; experience of the firm and responses received, two systems were wireless, two were fiber and one was a combination of wireless and fiber.

Bids submitted by Fire Protection Equipment Co./ Cottrell Electronics, IES Valentine, Convergint and Commtronics of VA, Inc. were subject evaluation.  DSI was not reviewed due to the price quota.  Questions were submitted to the vendors for clarification when needed.  References were checked.

The evaluation system contained four major categories with a maximum number of points to be awarded for each category.  Grand total of points that could be earned is 100.  The rating sheet contained the following:

I. Administrative items (Maximum Points Award 10 points)

II. System Description (Maximum Points Award – 60 points)

III. Bid amount (Maximum Points Award – 20 points)

IV. References (Maximum Points Award – 10 points)

Proposed GIS Database Development WorldView Solutions
Ms. Jones advised the Board that WorldView Solutions has been contracted by the Nature Conservancy to prepare mapping data on parcels located in Sussex County that were five acres and greater in size.  This work has been completed.  As a result, the following information has been delivered to the County; one CD of the current mapping data and Map Viewer; ArcExplorer; and one metadata document describing the mapping data. This information was given to Pearson’s Appraisal for loading onto computers located in the Commissioner of the Revenue’s Office, Department of Planning and County Administration.

WorldView Solutions was also requested to prepare a proposal for GIS Database Development for parcels, zoning and data maintenance.  Included in this is mapping data on parcels that are less than five acres in size.  The towns would also be included in this proposal.

The proposal has been received and is included in the Board packet.  However, staff has requested that the Crater Planning District Commission GIS person review this proposal and give some recommendations.

Pearson’s Appraisal Services/Web Mail System Proposal

Request For Animal Control Officer (Relief)


Ms. Jones advised the Board that County Administration, as part of the budget discussion for fiscal year 2006, requested a second Animal Control Officer position. This position was not funded. However, at this time, Administration must request funds for the employment of a certified Animal Control Officer (Relief) who can provide coverage during the weekends, holidays, periods of training, sick leave and annual leave for the one full-time Animal Control Officer currently employed by the County. Mr. Malcolm Knowles’ existing schedule is 7 days per week, 24 hours per day. There is concern regarding compliance with the Fair Labor Standards Act. A ruling has not been requested by the County or the employee regarding this matter at this time. The Classification and Compensation Study just completed places the Animal Control Officer in the non-exempt Fair Labor Standard Acts Status. This requires the payment of overtime. Currently the County is not paying the Animal Control Officer overtime. To allow for annual leave time, coverage must be arranged with an adjoining locality. This arrangement is not always available. Nor can Sussex County return the favor.

$6,000 has been budgeted for overtime in the current fiscal year 2006 budget. Staff’s recommendation is to use the current $6,000 and an additional $7,064 for a total of $13,064.00 to employ a relief Animal Control Officer to provide coverage during the weekends (8 hours per day) and when the full-time officer is on annual or sick leave. Following is the breakdown of the $13,064:
