STAFF REPORT
This staff report is prepared by the Sussex County Planning Department to provide information to the Board of Supervisors to assist it in making a recommendation on this application.  It may also be useful to the members of the general public interested in this application.

The proffer submitted by the applicant is consistent with the County’s cash proffer policy adopted on January 1, 2008.

County Administrator’s Report
Townes, PC – 460 Industrial Park Progress Reports
County Administrator Jones advised that Mr. Charlie Townes is present to discuss briefly the (completed) Phase I Environmental Assessment for the Route 460 Industrial Park and other reports that have been prepared.  Mr. Townes has also been requested to present the next steps in the development of this park to include recommendations for clearing the trees off the site and leaving a 50’ to 100’ buffer around the perimeter of the site.

Mr. Townes addressed the Board and advised that on June 7, 2007, Townes PC responded to Sussex County’s Request For Proposal to perform a planning study for a regional industrial site located off of Cabin Point Road (State Route 602) and Route 460. Subsequently, the subject site has been evaluated for potential development as an industrial park.  Townes has prepared a report that evaluates criteria for the site that includes infrastructure, utilities, transportation and size.  (A copy of the report is retained in the Board packet). 
Mr. Townes advised that he will be available to meet with the Board again to further discuss the project.
Dewberry – Western Industrial Park

County Administrator Jones advised Mr. Shannon Hair, Manager of Economic Development for Dewberry, is present and will make a presentation to the Board. 

Mr. Hair addressed the Board and reviewed the proposed Amendment No. 1 to Professional and Planning Services for Proposal Dated April 11, 2008, Industrial Park Master Planning, I-95 Site, Jarratt, VA. This amendment addresses master planning for the park. This plan includes utility planning, lot development, evaluating existing roadways and to address existing environmental issues. It also includes conceptual planning for the individual lots which consist of grading and drainage. 

Dewberry was requested to review its costs for services and achieve at least a 10% reduction in its pricing. The proposal that is being viewed is the revised proposal showing that reduction. The line item that was reduced was item K. Instead of nine (9) possible meetings, this item has been reduced to three (3) meetings.

After much discussion, the cost for the archeological services was not reduced. This item includes work to be done on site. The logic here is to perform this work prior to any construction activities, which will reduce the possibility of finding an old Native American village or other features that could cause a delay. The fee for Master Plan Development is $46,100.00 and the fee for the Archeological Services is the $25,300.00.
Staff recommends approval of this proposal. 
ON MOTION OF SUPERVISOR FLY, seconded by SUPERVISOR BIRDSONG and carried: RESOLVED that the Sussex County Board of Supervisors hereby approves of the revised Amendment Number 1, for Western Industrial Park Master Planning from Dewberry, to wit:

I. MASTER PLAN DEVELOPMENT

A.  Lot Layout – A lot layout, based on the premise that distribution and manufacturing facilities are anticipated, individual lots will be determined based on existing features in the park.  The current restricting features that are presently known are the existing onsite wetlands and the existing property (+/- 2 acres) located within the subject property currently owned by Charles Woodruff.

B.  Internal Road Layout – An internal road layout will be determined based on the lot layout as described above.  The assumption will be made that the main entrance will be off of State Route 631 (Henry Road), the existing roadway adjacent to the property.  A traffic study will not be prepared as a part of the Master Plan.  A detailed evaluation of State Route 631 (Henry Road) will not be prepared as a part of the Master Plan.  Such a traffic study may be required at a late date.

C.  Utility Layout – A utility (i.e. Water, Sewer, Gas & Electric) layout will be generated based on the individual lots and road layout.  This will include showing existing utility lines and future connections to serve the proposed lots.  It is assumed multiple localities (i.e. Sussex County and Greensville County) will assist Dewberry with master planning the property and will provide conceptual construction cost estimations for the development of the property with respect to utility infrastructure.  Dewberry will also coordinate with local utility providers as available to assist with the master plan.

D. Potential Environmental Summary – A Phase I Environmental Site   Assessment and Wetland Delineation have been completed and will be incorporated in the overall Master Plan.  This summary will show the locations of known environmental concerns and show preliminary wetlands/ stream channel impact locations.  This summary will be compiled into an Autocad layer and summarized in the final report.

E. Lot Engineering – A conceptual grading plan for a maximum building    footprint will be generated for each lot based on the above lot layout.  A conceptual cost estimate to develop each lot will be included in the report.  The conceptual grading plan will be based upon contour information previously provided to Dewberry.
F. Storm Water Management – Develop a conceptual storm water management plan for individual storm water detention basins to serve the individual lots.

H. Project Budget and Construction Schedule – Prepare an overall conceptual project budget and conceptual schedule of construction including internal roads, utilities, engineering, permits, and environmental concerns.  The project may need to be phased to meet the availability of funds.

I.  
Agency Coordination – Dewberry will coordinate with Sussex County Zoning, Erosion and Sediment Control, and other applicable Local, State and Federal regulations.

J.   
Site Check List – Dewberry will prepare a site checklist for each proposed lot in the above layout.  This checklist will include readily available information typically required by economic development prospects.

K.
Meetings - Dewberry will be available to meet with prospects as requested by Sussex County representatives.  (Dewberry will limit the number of meetings to three (3).

FEE: $46,100.00 LUMP SUM

II. ARCHEOLOGICAL SERVICES

A. An archaeological survey will be incorporated in with the master plan that will include but not limited to, a report of findings that will be written for the Department of Health Resources review, indicating all possible historic findings and development limitations for the subject property.  Dewberry will sub-consult with Browning & Associates, LTD., for the requested archeological services.

FEE: $25,300.00 LUMP SUM

TO BE PROVIDED BY THE OWNER

The following items are to be provided by Sussex County to Dewberry:

1. Sussex County representatives will be available for meetings to review progress of the Master Plan and provide input in order for Dewberry to be able to complete the Master Plan.

2. Sussex County is to provide existing information on the project including recent studies, mapping, prospect specific layouts prepared to date, and construction cost estimations to date.

3. Sussex County and/or Greensville County will provide information on water, sewer, gas and electric capacity and service routes available to the project.  In addition, the above referenced localities will indicate any necessary improvements and associated costs necessary to provide capacity for ultimate development of the project.

SCHEDULE

Dewberry anticipates upon Sussex County’s authorization, completing the above scope or service within ninety (90) days.

CONTINUATION OF SERVICES

This proposal is subject to the terms and conditions of our agreement dated April 11, 2008.  It is anticipated there will be further services necessary on this project after completion of this Master Plan.  We propose to provide those services as a continuation of this agreement.  Other services that will be necessary later include, but are not limited to: design of off-site infrastructure, on-site infrastructure, industrial access design, parcel development design, approvals, permits, and bidding services.

Mr. Gary Williams addressed the Board and explained that the Compensation Board annually determines if a locality will receive two-thirds of the Circuit Court Clerks’ excess fees on an annual basis or on a monthly basis.  The Sussex Clerk’s Office historically reported excess fees on a monthly basis prior to fiscal year 2008.  As a result, the locality received excess fee refunds for July and August FY08.  The Compensation Board paid two thirds of the excess fees to the County of Sussex in the amount of $1,987.87 for the Clerk’s Office.  The Clerk’s Office reported a net fee deficiency of $9,928.00 for fiscal year 2008 and the amount of $1,9987.87 is required to be refunded to the Compensation Board.

Sussex Historical Society Proposed Agreement
County Attorney Thompson reported that included in the Board’s late agenda packet is a draft of the proposed Memorandum of Understanding Between Sussex County and the Sussex Historical Society.
The Board authorized County Administrator Jones to meet with Mr. Robert Thornton, President of the Sussex Historical Society, to discuss the proposed Memorandum of Understanding..
Wakefield Recreation Update

County Attorney Thompson reported that included in the Board’s packet is a copy of the Agreement of Lease by and between Wakefield Christian Outreach Center and the Town of Wakefield. He further reported that, pursuant to earlier Resolution and monetary appropriation by the Board, the County allocated $50,000 to the Town of Wakefield and specified that the funds were to be used to fund the building and equipping of a recreational park facility. That as this monetary appropriation was made for a specific Town recreational project, while Wakefield could utilize these monetary fund for a recreational park facility, it could not use this monetary appropriations for non-recreational par building or equipping purpose. 

Supervisor Fly indicated that the Town of Wakefield may be using the earlier recreational monetary appropriation, to secure land in the Mars Hill area for a recreational park facility that would not involve using the land of the Wakefield Christian Center. That the Town, given that the land agreed upon for the building of the park with Wakefield Christian Center (the “Center”) is not the land area which the Center now proposes to allow the Town to build this park on shall explore acquiring a different land parcel. Supervisor Fly indicated that he would obtain a copy of the plan from the Town and present this new recreational park plan to the Board for review.
Supervisor Parker indicated that the County must also look at providing recreational facilities for its citizens with direct supervision and funding coming from the County of Sussex.

CITIZENS’ COMMENTS
Comments were heard from Mrs. Ora Briggs, Stony Creek District.  She expressed concern with the Board of Supervisors conducting a two hour Closed Session at the beginning of the meeting which resulted in several citizens leaving.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Finance Committee Report
Chairman of the Finance Committee, Supervisor Fly, reported that the Finance Committee have met and have discussed the Reduction in Aid To Locality.  There are three options: (1) To accept the $102,462.00 grant from the Commonwealth and thereafter reimburse the same monetary amount to the Commonwealth for all of the locality’s share of the reductions. This transaction would be reflected in the locality’s records as negative revenue under the heading, Local Aid to the Commonwealth Contra Revenue; or (2) To take reductions out of one or more of the programs in the list provided by the Department of Planning and Budgets; or, (3) To take the reductions through a combination of program reductions and a reimbursement payment as indicated on the attached Reduction Election Form. The portion included in the reimbursement payment would be reflected in the locality’s records as negative revenue under the heading Local Aid to the Commonwealth Contra Revenue.
