Iluka Resources, Incorporated - Temporary Road Closing of State Route 619

Iluka Resources, Incorporated, is requesting approval from the County to temporarily close a specific portion of State Route 619 (Walkers Mill Road) to allow for the mining of mineral sand deposits. While the road is closed, Iluka will build a new segment of State Route 619 for use by the public. The new road will be accepted into VDOT’s secondary system of roads at the conclusion of mining. 

The area to be relocated covers a distance of approximately 3,860 feet and extends from Manlove Branch to the intersection with State Route 665.  As part of the project, State Route 681 (Concord Sappony Road) will be extended approximately 985 feet to intersect with the new section State Route 619 (Walkers Mill Road). 

To date, no objections to the request have been received from the public. 

Staff recommends that the request be approved subject to the following conditions:

1. A construction schedule shall be provided, by the applicant, to the Planning Department for review and approval prior to the initiation of any land disturbing activity. 

2. The new segment of Walkers Mill Road (Route 619) shall be completed and       approved by the Virginia Department of Transportation prior to the initiation of any mining activity.

Conditional Use Permit Application #2008-03, Sussex Service Authority, applicant 

STATEMENT

Pursuant to Section 16-22 (17.2) of the Zoning Ordinance, the applicant, Sussex Service Authority seeks a conditional use permit to allow for the construction of underground water and sewer pipelines and associated facilities to serve eighteen (18) low-to-moderate income families.  
LOCATION

The proposed water and sewer pipelines will be installed in VDOT’s right-of-way along Faison Road (Route 664), Poplar Street and Brittle’s Mill Road (Route 620) just outside the corporate limits of the Town of Wakefield in the Courthouse Election District. 

FINDINGS

It is estimated that approximately 4,500 linear feet of 6’’ water line and approximately 4,500 linear feet of 4’’ sewer force main will be constructed.  In addition, nineteen (19) sewer pumping grinding stations will be installed. The estimated cost of the new infrastructure is $380,000. 

The project will be funded utilizing “Self-Help” grant monies from the Department of Housing and Community Development. Under the “Self-Help Program,” volunteers from the community perform the majority of the physical labor while guided by the technical expertise of the Sussex Service Authority.  

The general area of the project may be characterized as rural residential. Surrounding land uses include single-family dwellings, manufactured homes, open land and woodlands. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends approval of Conditional Use Permit #2008-03 for the following reasons:

1. The proposed water and sewer pipelines are consistent and compatible with existing land uses in the area. 

2. The impacts due to installation of the water and sewer utilities will be minor and temporary. 

3. The water and sewer utilities are needed to address a local public health and safety concern and will serve to improve the quality of life for the residents located in the project area. 

4. The water and sewer pipelines will be located underground and will not alter the character of the surrounding area. 

5. To date, staff has received no objections to Conditional Use Permit Application      # 2008-03.
